TÖBB MINT 3 MILLIÁRDOS KERETTEL NYÍLIK AZ EUREKA PÁLYÁZAT 

A Nemzeti Kutatási, Fejlesztési és Innovációs Hivatal idén is célzott pályázattal, de többszörösére emelt 

keretösszeggel támogatja a magyar piaci szereplők - köztük kiemelten a kis- és középvállalkozások - 

részvételét a nemzetközi innovációs együttműködéseket ösztönző EUREKA programban. Az új kiírás 

fokozatosan megnyíló alprogramjaiban összesen 3,2 milliárd forint hazai forrásra pályázhatnak az 

innovatív termék, eljárás, szolgáltatás fejlesztését nemzetközi partnerekkel együtt kezdeményező 

magyar vállalkozások és kutatóhelyek. Az Innovációs és Technológiai Minisztérium szakpolitikai 

támogatásával a Nemzeti Kutatási, Fejlesztési és Innovációs Alapból meghirdetett felhívásban két 

dedikált alprogram elkülönített keretösszeggel finanszírozza az osztrák-magyar és a német-magyar 

összefogásban megvalósuló EUREKA-projektek hazai résztvevőit.  

Elsőként az osztrák-magyar EUREKA-projekteket támogató 900 millió forint keretösszegű alprogram 

nyílt meg, amely révén az önvezető járművek fejlesztésének és tesztelésének területén van lehetőség 

együttműködések elindítására a két ország vállalkozásai, kutatóhelyei között. További 1,8 milliárd 

forint lesz az október végén megnyíló német-magyar kutatás-fejlesztési projekteket segítő alprogram 

támogatási kerete, amely olyan prioritási területeken ösztönzi majd az együttműködést, mint az ipar 

4.0, a mesterséges intelligencia, a kvantumtechnológia, az autonóm gépek és rendszerek, valamint a 

biotechnológia. Ebben a két alprogramban a magyar cégek 50-200 millió forint közötti hazai 

finanszírozást nyerhetnek támogatott nemzetközi projektjük megvalósításához. 

Az egyéb relációkban rendelkezésre álló keretösszeg további 500 millió forintot tesz ki, a projektenként 

igényelhető támogatás összege 20-70 millió forint. A kategória alprogramjaiban azok a magyar 

szereplők - vállalkozások mellett egyetemek és kutatóintézmények - juthatnak majd támogatáshoz, 

amelyek partnerként vagy konzorciumvezetőként szerepelnek egy nemzetközileg már jóváhagyott 

EUREKA-projektben vagy beadott projektjavaslatban. Egy-egy EUREKA-projekt elindításához legalább 

két EUREKA-tagállamból kell partnerintézményeknek együttműködniük, így akár kétoldalú projektek is 

támogathatók.

A Kutatók Éjszakája egy Európa-szerte megrendezett ingyenes eseménysorozat a tudomány és a 

kutatói életpálya népszerűsítésére, amely Horizon 2020 kutatási és innovációs keretprogram 

támogatásával valósul meg. Az "Európai Kutatók Éjszakája" program célja, hogy a kutatókat közelebb 

hozza a nagyközönséghez, és felhívja a figyelmet a kutatói, valamint az innovációs tevékenységekre 

annak érdekében, hogy támogassa a közönség kutatók iránti elismerését, megértést teremtsen a 

kutatók munkájának az állampolgárok mindennapi életére gyakorolt hatásával kapcsolatban, továbbá 

kutatói karrierre bátorsítsa a fiatalokat. 

Az "Európai Kutatók Éjszakája" évente, jellemzően szeptember végén kezdődik. A támogatásban 

részesülő főesemények két napon keresztül tarthatnak, pénteki kezdéssel és másnapi folytatással, de 

felvezető eseményeket is lehet rendezni ezt megelőzően.

A tevékenységeket a nagyközönségre kell szabni, hogy megszólítsák őket és felkeltsék az 

érdeklődésüket tekintet nélkül arra, hogy milyen tudományos háttérrel rendelkeznek összpontosítva a 

családokra, tanulókra és hallgatókra, valamint nevezetesen azokra, akiknek nehéz a hozzáférése, és 

így kevéssé valószínű, hogy kapcsolódnak a tudomány, technológia, mérnöki tevékenység, művészetek 

és matematika területéhez vagy a kutatási tevékenységhez. A tevékenységek kombinálhatják az 

oktatási szempontokat a szórakoztatás elemeivel, különösen a fiatal közönség megszólítása esetén.

AND DEMONSTRATION OF INNOVATIVE MEANS 

The Green Deal explicitly calls to „reduce the incidence and extent of forest fires”. Large-scale and 

more intense wildfires are becoming an increasing concern. Fire is a natural component in many 

ecosystems across Europe but more and more Europeans suffer directly and indirectly from wildfires.  

The new context of extreme wildfires requires accelerating the shift towards implementing a more 

holistic fire management approach that integrates environmental, climate, health & safety/security, 

cultural and socio-economic aspects with: 

- research, demonstration and deployment of innovative means and methods tailored to extreme 

wildfire behaviour, such as better and more advanced techniques, models, solutions and 

capabilities for preventing, predicting, monitoring and fighting wildfires, and mitigating their 

impact, including better and advanced technologies, equipment and decision support systems 

for first responders; 

- proactive governance, change of forest management practices, large-scale and community-

based risk assessments, awareness and preparedness - where citizens, local communities, the 

forestry and bio-economy sectors play a central role.  

Subtopic 1: Actions funded under this call will speed up the pan-European adaptation process to 

extreme wildfires by advancing and applying research and innovation, including demonstration pilot 

sites, while making best use of existing data, technologies and services. (Innovation Actions) 

Subtopic 2: This action aims to ensure that the demonstration of innovative and integrated approaches 

fulfils the expected impacts, by coordinating and supporting the Innovation Action projects funded 

under this topic. (Coordination and Support Action)
